
Initial Registration

To take part in Power of the Pen interscholastic competition, you must 1) select the District 
and Regional tournament sites you will be attending; and 2) complete a Registration Form 
and return it to Power of the Pen.

To select the District and Regional site

• Click on the link “POP tournaments” in the top menu bar

• Click on the link “District Tournaments” in the left-hand panel

• At the bottom of the page, there is a list of school tournament sites where the District 
Tournament are taking place. These are arranged by the major cities (or counties) 
with which they are commonly associated. When you fi nd a combination of location 
and date that seems to work best for you, click on that line. This will lead you to a 
4-page pdf document. You will probably want to print it out.

• Read all information carefully, especially pages 1 (an overview) and 3 (details). Note 
the Regional Assignment information VERY carefully. Be sure that the Regional site- 
and the date- are ALSO acceptable for you and your team members.

Note carefully:

• The top scoring fi fty percent of the contestants from District competition qualify for 
Regionals. Your Initial Registration guarantees that at least the top-ranking member of 
your team continues to Regionals- by default if necessary- regardless of his/her place-
ment.

• You must attend the Regional to which your District is assigned. You cannot switch to a 
different Regional.

• There are no additional registration fees for Regionals.

• The top 20% (approximate) of Regional contestants will qualify thereafter for State. 
There are no default qualifi ers. The State Tournament is a two-day event that takes 
place Thursday-Friday, May 24-25, 2012, at The College of Wooster.

To complete your Registration, print a copy of either the Registration Form which appeared 
as page 4 of the District Tournament pdf fi le you looked at earlier, or the “Initial Registra-
tion” form which appears as page 2 below. Please TYPE or PRINT CLEARLY all information 
that is required. Keep a copy for your fi les, and either send to:
