Tournament Summary

There were 280 schools in attendance, with 355 Seventh Graders and 352 Eighth Graders:
a total of 707 contestants in all. Teacher-tournament writing judges numbered 390.

Support Staff included 38 tournament staff, 150 student runners, and 65 (est) additional
parent/adult volunteer workers. An estimated 300 relatives and other guests were also in
attendance.

The pieces of student writing produced, evaluated by judges, tabulated by tournament staff,
and returned with comments to the writing team coaches at the close of the writing day
numbered 2,337.
